A total amount of HK$483,000 was 

raised and will be evenly shared among eight non-profit charitable organisations. These play 

differing roles in the community involving specialisms such as education, alleviation of poverty, 

medical and rehabilitation services and environmental protection. People benefiting will include 

needy folk of all ages, able-bodied and otherwise, from various sections of society in Hong Kong 

and mainland China.

The company also provides international telecoms services all 

over the world – including niche markets in the Greater Mekong Sub-region. HGC has gradually 

been transforming from a network provider to an all-round solutions provider in recent years by 

developing data centre services and offering a host of cloud solutions such as enterprizCloud and 

bizCloud. 

 

Looking ahead, the Group will continue expanding and optimising network coverage, while 

offering customers the fullest range of innovative products and services. In addition, the Group 

feels a strong sense of corporate responsibility and will continue to serve the Hong Kong 

community in a variety of helpful ways.
